English as a Second Language (ESL)
Location:   Memorial University
The ESL portion of the English Summer Institute, delivered at Memorial University in St. John's, Newfoundland, Canada, is a 5-week intensive English as a Second Language immersion program for students aged 19 and up that covers reading, writing, listening, and speaking skills in English. Students have access to a state-of-the-art multimedia computer lab, the university library, and other facilities. Students live in residence on the modern university campus, which is a 20 minute walk from downtown St. John's (one of the oldest and safest cities in North America) and the beautiful harbour.  The ESL program for 2010 runs from July 5 to August 6. Students should plan to arrive on campus by July 4 at the latest.  The program includes:
· 15 hours per week of classroom instruction 

· 4 to 6 hours of workshops 

· Visits to local historic and scenic sites 

· Social activities 

· Internet account 

Integrated Coastal and Ocean Management (ICOM)
Location:   Marine Institute
The ICOM portion of the English Summer Institute, conducted at the Marine Institute of Memorial University of Newfoundland, is a 4-week, 9-hour a week, hands-on approach program with numerous field trips to enhance the practical experience.
Program Goal:  Students will develop a better appreciation of coastal and ocean management issues while enhancing their English language skills. 

Program focus: Integrated Coastal and Ocean Management (for English as a second language speakers)

Approach:  Practical and hands-on approach, student centered, an informational field trip approach to learning will be utilized:  Expert Marine Institute Instructors will lead the international students on an applied and practical investigation of the practices related to coastal resource development and management. These include sustainable environmental practices, water resources management, socio-economic factors, and fisheries and marine environments. The program has been designed with the international student in mind recognizing the challenges of learning in a second language environment.
